I.
BY THE COMMISSION:

A. Statement

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Util-ities Commission ("Commission") for consideration of the motion filed by The Mountain Men, Inc., doing business as Best Mountain Tours (“Mountain Men”), on October 29, 1998.  The motion, which was not timely filed, seeks an extension of time within which to properly file certificates of insurance.  The Commission will waive response time to the motion.

2. Now being duly advised in the premises, the Com-mission will grant the requested extension of time.

B.
Findings and Conclusions


1. On August 5, 1998, Mountain Men was granted an extension to its contract carrier permit.  See Decision No. C98-700.  Decision No. C98-700 provides that certificates of insur-ance and tariffs shall be submitted within 60 days of the effec-tive date of that decision in the absence of a request for addi-tional time made within the 60-day period.

2. Mountain Men did not comply with the terms of Decision No. C98-700 until October 26, 1998, approximately three weeks after the 60-day deadline prescribed by Decision No. C98-700.  Mountain Men explains that the delay was unintentional and was attributable, in part, to a failure to receive the Commis-sion’s compliance letter.

3. In light of the circumstances, the Commission finds that Mountain Men should be permitted until October 26, 1998 to comply with Ordering Paragraph No. 5 of Decision No. C98-700 (e.g., file the certificate of insurance and tariff and pay the issuance fee).  Thus, the Commission finds that the requested extension should be granted.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The motion for extension of time filed by The Mountain Men, Inc., doing business as Best Mountain Tours, is granted.  Response time to the motion is waived.

2. The Mountain Men, Inc., doing business as Best Mountain Tours, shall be granted an extension until October 26, 1998 to fully comply with Ordering Paragraph No. 5 of Decision No. C98-700.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
