I. BY THE COMMISSION:

Statement

1. In Decision No. C98-478 (Mailed Date of May 19, 1998), we granted a certificate to provide local exchange telecommunications services, a certificate of public convenience and necessity to provide local exchange telecommunications serv-ices, and a certificate of public convenience and necessity to provide emerging competitive (Part 3) telecommunications services to Applicant FirstLink Communications, Inc. (“FirstLink”).  Ordering Paragraph 9 (page 7) of the Decision directed FirstLink to file tariffs to provide “resale” of “emerging competitive telecommunications services” (i.e., Part 3 services) within 30 days of the effective date of the Decision.  Upon recon-sideration on the Commission’s own motion, we have determined that the reference to “resale” (with respect to “emerging com-petitive telecommunications services”) in that paragraph was in error.

2. Therefore, on our own motion, we will amend Deci-sion No. C98-478, Ordering Paragraph 9, to provide:

 
9.
For its emerging competitive telecommunica-tions services, FirstLink Communications, Inc. is required to file tariffs or price lists, as applicable, to provide services within 60 days of the effective date of this Order.  If FirstLink, fails to file tar-iffs or price lists, if applicable, within 60 days, the authority to provide emerging competitive services shall, without further order of the Commission, be deemed null and void.  For good cause shown, and if a proper request is filed within 60 days of the effective date of this Decision and Order, the Commission may grant FirstLink additional time within which to file tariffs or price lists, if applicable.

The effect of this amendment is that FirstLink shall be required to file tariffs or price lists, as applicable, to provide its emerging competitive telecommunications services within 60 days of the effective date of this order.

II.
order

A. The Commission orders that:

1. Decision No. C98-478 is amended consistent with the above discussion.

2. Applicant FirstLink Communications, Inc., shall file tariffs or price lists, as applicable, consistent with the directive in amended Ordering Paragraph 9 as set forth above.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.

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� The reference to “resale” was based upon Rule 6, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-40, which requires facilities-based telecommunications providers to file tariffs implementing resale within 30 days of the date the provider receives operating authority.  Upon reconsideration, we have determined that Rule 6 applies only to providers of “exchange” services.
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
