Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilties Commission (the "Commission") for consideration of the request for waiver of response time set forth in the exceptions to Decision No. R98-1053 filed by Trigen-Nations Energy Company, L.L.L.P. (“Trigen-Nations”).  By Decision No. R98-1053, an Adminstrative Law Judge (“ALJ”) for the Commission, pursuant to Rule 86 of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, denied the petition to intervene filed by Trigen-Nations.  Trigen-Nations has requested a waiver of response time to its exceptions so that a final determination of its party status can be made expeditiously in light of the hearing schedule in this matter.

2. Upon review of this file in this docket, the Commission has determined that there are other potential intervenors that could take similar exception to decisions of the ALJ in this matter.  Specifically, the ALJ also denied the petitions to intervene filed by Colorado Interstate Gas Company (Decision No. R98-1078) and Public Service Company of Colorado (Decision No. R98-1095).  The Commission finds that administrative efficiency will best be served if it considers the exceptions and/or responses thereto, if any, to Decision Nos. R98-1053, R98-1078, and R98-1095 at the same time.  Thus, the Commission will deny the request to waive response time set forth in the exceptions to Decision No. R98-1053 filed by Trigen-Nations.

3. The Commission further finds that the issue of intervention in this docket should be resolved at the earliest possible opportunity.  In order to accomplish this goal, the Commission finds that the time for responding to any exceptions to Decision No. R98-1078 or Decision No. R98-1095 must be shortened.  Thus, the Commission will require that any responses to exceptions to either Decision No. R98-1078 or Decision No. R98-1095 be due no later than December 4, 1998.

II. ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

1. The request to waive response time to the exceptions filed by Trigen-Nations Energy Company, L.L.L.P., is denied.

2. The time for filing responses to exceptions, if any, to Decision Nos. R98-1078 and R98-1095 is shortened to December 4, 1998.
