I.
BY THE COMMISSION

A.
Statement

1. This application was filed on October 22, 1998 by Evercom, Inc. (“Evercom”), and its operating subsidiaries Talton Invision, Inc., AmeriTel Pay Phones, Inc. (“AmeriTel”), and Talton STC, Inc. (“Talton STC”)  The application was filed pursuant to § 40-15-303, C.R.S., and 4 Code of Colorado Regulations (“CCR”) 723-1-55.

2. The Commission issued a notice of the Application on October 27, 1998.  No petitions for intervention have been filed.  Thus, this matter may be decided without a hearing, as provided in § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., and Rule 24 of the Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.

3. The application requests approval of the acquisition by Talton Invision, Inc., of the certificates of public convenience and necessity of the subsidiary affiliates of Evercom:  AmeriTel and Talton STC as part of a corporate reorganization.

4. We conclude that the application states sufficient grounds for Commission approval.

B.
Findings and Conclusions

1. In Colorado, Evercom's subsidiaries Talton Invision, Inc., AmeriTel, and Talton STC all hold certificates of public convenience and necessity to provide non-optional operator telecommunications.

2. The surviving corporation, Talton Invision, Inc., will do business in Colorado under the name Talton Invision, Inc., until otherwise changed as permitted by law.  

3. Talton Invision, Inc., will do business pursuant to its current tariff and price list on file with the Commission.

4. The existing tariffs of AmeriTel and Talton STC by approval of this application, are rendered void and Talton Invision, Inc., will be ordered to withdraw them.

II.
ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

1. The application is deemed complete.

2. The application by Talton Invision, Inc., to acquire the Certificates of Public Convenience and Necessity of the subsidiary affiliates of Evercom, Inc., AmeriTel Pay Phones, Inc., and Talton STC, Inc., is granted.

3. The existing tariffs of AmeriTel Pay Phones, Inc., and Talton STC, Inc., are rendered void.  Talton Invision, Inc., shall make an appropriate filing to withdraw such tariffs within 30 days of the effective date of this Order.

4. This Order is effective upon its Mailed Date.
