I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement, Findings and Conclusions
1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) for consideration of the application for rehearing, reargument, and reconsideration (“RRR”) to Decision No. C98-1086 filed by Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc. (“Alpine Taxi”).

2. By Decision No. C98-1086, the Commission adopted safety rules regarding motor carriers (see Rules Regulating Safety for Motor Vehicle Carriers and Establishing Civil Penalties, 4 Code Of Colorado Regulations 723-15 (“Safety Rules”).  Specifically, the Commission adopted rules regarding the maximum on-duty time for drivers, radial operational limits, and the defined term “bus.”

3. The application for RRR generally alleges that the Commission erred in (1) not further expanding the maximum on-duty rules to either include larger vehicles or mirror the Alaska standards set forth at 49 C.F.R. § 395.1(i)(2); (2) not further relaxing the 100 air-mile radius rule to include larger vehicles; and (3) not modifying the definition of the term “bus.”

4. Each of the above issues was fully argued by Alpine Taxi in its exceptions to the recommended decision issued in this docket.  The arguments, therefore, were previously considered prior to issuing Decision No. C98-1086.  Moreover, the additional arguments made with respect to each of the issues described above do not persuade us that the analysis and conclusions set forth in Decision No. C98-1086 are erroneous.  Thus, we find that Decision No. C98-1086 adopted reasonable, fair and enforceable rules

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

5. The application for rehearing, reargument, and reconsideration filed by Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc. is denied.
