Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Utilities Commission ("Commission") for consideration of the petition to intervene filed by Saferide Services, Inc. (“Saferide”), in the instant temporary authority application.  The petition was filed on December 7, 1998.

2. In this matter, the Applicant, Terry T. Walker, doing business as Care Van (“Care Van”), was granted a temporary authority to provide certain transportation services on December 4, 1998.  See Decision No. C98-1196.  Per the notice of application filed which was issued in this matter on November 9, 1998, petitions to intervene were due on or before November 16, 1998--three weeks prior to the date Saferide filed its petition.  The short length of the intervention period is prescribed by § 40-6-120(4), C.R.S.  Moreover, Saferide’s petition was filed three days after the Commission granted a temporary authority to Care Van.

3. In light of the above-described significant tardiness of Saferide’s filing, the Commission finds that Decision No. C98-1196 should not be modified to take into account the authority held and operated by Saferide pursuant to its temporary authority granted by Decision No. C98-815.  This finding, however, only applies to the temporary authority that has been granted to Care Van by Decision No. C98-1196.  Therefore, nothing precludes Saferide from seeking to intervene in Care Van’s application for permanent authority and, in fact, the Commission encourages Saferide to do exactly that.

II. ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

1. The petition to intervene filed by Saferide Services, Inc., in the temporary authority application of Terry T. Walker, doing business as Care Van, is denied.  Nothing in this Order precludes Saferide Services from seeking to intervene in the permanent authority application of Terry T. Walker, doing business as Care Van.
