I. BY THE COMMISSION

A. Statement and Findings of Fact

1.
This Application was filed on November 9, 1998 by Vartec Telecom, Inc. ("VarTec").  The application, pursuant to Rule 55 of this Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations ("CCR") 723-1, and 723-37, is for authority for VarTec to purchase the majority membership inter-est of Choctaw Communications, LLC ("Choctaw").

2.
On December 28, 1998, VarTec filed a supplement to its application to clarify page 1 of the application to indi-cate as follows:  “... that VarTec only intends to obtain the majority membership interest in Choctaw and does not propose to acquire this company's certificate to provide local telecommuni-cations service.  VarTec intends to maintain this company as a separate subsidiary with Choctaw's existing management team con-tinuing to oversee the daily operations of the new subsidiary.”

3.
The Commission issued a notice of the Application on November 16, 1998.  No petitions for intervention have been filed.  Thus, this matter may be decided without a hearing, as provided in § 40-6-109(5), C.R.S., and Rule 24 of the Commission Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1.

4.
When the transfer is completed, VarTec will have acquired the majority membership interest of Choctaw.

B. Findings and Conclusions

1.
VarTec is a corporation incorporated in the State of Texas and authorized to do business in Colorado since August 24, 1993.  VarTec currently provides only resold long distance telecommunications service to consumers in Colorado.

2.
Choctaw obtained its certificate to operate as a local telecommunications service provider in Colorado in Docket No. 98A-291T.

3.
We conclude that the application states suffi-cient grounds for Commission approval.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1.
The application by VarTec Telecom, Inc., is deemed complete and granted.

2.
This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
