On January 2, 1998, in Interim Order No. R97-1439-I, the above captioned applications were consolidated for hearing scheduled for February 19, 1998.

Highline Elec-tric Association shall file its direct testimony and follow the schedule outlined in the Commission’s Notice of Application Filed and Notice of Hearing dated November 19, 1997 contained in the Commission’s official file in the application of Public Service Company of Colorado.
