On January 14, 1998, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (“OCC”) filed its Motion for Entry of Protective Order and Waiver of Response Time.  The OCC notes that the parties will be filing testimony which may include information or other sup-porting documentation that is confidential and proprietary.  The parties may be required to produce through discovery similar material.  The OCC seeks the entry of a protective order incor-porating the terms set forth in 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-52-10 and Exhibit 1.


The OCC states that it is requesting this “on behalf of all parties.”  It is not clear if the OCC has contacted all par-ties and they join in the motion or whether they simply do not oppose the entry of a protective order.  Nonetheless, it appears that good grounds exist for the waiver of response time and the motion will be granted.
