STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS


This application by Applicant Kidz Karz Ltd., to extend its operations under PUC Certificate No. 53793, was filed on September 24, 1997.  The application was noticed to the public by the Commission as follows:


For a certificate of public convenience and neces-sity authorizing an extension of operations under PUC No. 53793 to include the transportation of


passengers and their baggage,


between all points within Boulder County, on the one hand, and all points within the counties of Denver, Adams, Arapahoe, Jefferson, and Douglas, State of Colo-rado, on the other hand.


RESTRICTIONS:  This application is restricted as fol-lows:


	(1) To the transportation of passengers who are under eighteen years of age and their parents or guard-ians;


	(2) To providing service to Medicaid recipients; and


	(3) To providing service to and from medical appointments.


The Commission set the matter for hearing on Decem-ber 12, 1997.  However, on December 3, 1997, the Applicant filed a Motion to Postpone Hearing, asking that the matter be reset to a date after the holidays.  The Applicant subsequently filed a waiver of the statutory time limits.  By telephone, the motion was granted, and by telephone, the Intervenor, Rocky Mountain Shuttlines, Inc., was informed of the continuance.  On Decem-ber 11, 1997, by fax, and by hard copy on December 15, 1997, Rocky Mountain Shuttlines withdrew its intervention, leaving the docket eligible for resolution under the Commission’s modified procedures for noncontested dockets.  A review of the file, how-ever, revealed that no documentation of public support had been filed with the application.  By telephone, the Administrative Law Judge informed the Applicant of this deficiency in the applica-tion.  The documentation was fax filed on January 23, 1998, and filed in hard copy on January 26, 1998.


The application now includes a strong letter of support from the Mental Health Center of Boulder County, Inc., the agency for whom the Applicant has been providing service pursuant to temporary authority granted by the Commission, and for whom the Applicant wishes to continue providing service pursuant to this application.  That letter documents a great need by the young clients of the Mental Health Center for transportation of the kind proposed to be provided by the Applicant.  The application documents that the Applicant, as an existing carrier already pro-viding service to this specialized clientele (children under 18 years of age), has the ability and the knowledge to perform the service, and that the Applicant is willing to perform that service.  The Administrative Law Judge therefore concludes that granting the application would be in the public interest, and she includes an appropriate order granting the applied-for authority.


Pursuant to § 40-6-109, C.R.S., the Administrative Law Judge hereby transmits to the Commission the record of this pro-ceeding, a written recommended decision containing findings of fact and conclusions of law, and a recommended order.


ORDER


The Commission Orders That:


The application by Kidz Karz Ltd. to extend opera-tions under PUC No. 53793, filed on September 24, 1997, in Docket No. 97A-428CP-Extension, is granted.  Kidz Karz Ltd. is granted extended authority to operate as a common carrier by motor vehi-cle for hire, said authority to read as follows:


For the transportation of


passengers and their baggage,


	(I)	In call and demand limousine service, between all points in the County of Boulder, State of Colorado; and


	(II)	In call and demand limousine service between all points within Boulder County, on the one hand, and all points within the counties of Denver, Adams, Arapahoe, Jefferson, and Douglas, State of Colorado, on the other hand.


RESTRICTIONS:  This application is restricted as fol-lows:


	(1)	Item I is restricted to the transportation of passengers


		(a)	under the age of four; and


		(b)	between the ages of thirteen and eight-een, inclusive.


	(2)	Item II is restricted


		(a)	To the transportation of passengers who are under eighteen years of age and their parents or guardians;


		(b)	To providing service to Medicaid recip-ients; and


		(c)	To providing service to and from medical appointments; 


Kidz Karz Ltd. shall cause to be filed with the Commission certificates of insurance as required by Commission rules.  Kidz Karz shall also file appropriate tariffs, if any, and shall pay the issuance fee and appropriate annual vehicle identification fees.  Permanent operations of the extended por-tion of the authority may not begin until these requirements have been met.  If Kidz Karz Ltd. does not comply with the require-ments of this ordering paragraph within 60 days of the effective date of this Order, then Ordering Paragraph No. 1 above shall be void.  The Commission may, for good cause shown, grant Kidz Karz Ltd. additional time for the compliance required by this para-graph, but only if any request for an extension of time, showing good cause, is filed within the original 60-day time period.


This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  


As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  


If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-115, C.R.S.


If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the pro-cedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stip-ulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.


If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
