This application was filed on December 10, 1997, and the Commission gave notice of it on December 15, 1997.  Timely notices of intervention were filed by Boulder Airporter, Inc. (“Airporter”); Deanna Cline; Greater Colorado Springs Transporta-tion Company (“GCSTC”); and Colorado Tour Line, LLC and Pikes Peak Tours and Charters, Inc., doing business as Gray Line of Colorado Springs (“Colorado Tour/Gray Line”).


On February 5, 1998, Applicant Kitson Enterprises, Inc., and Intervenors GCSTC, Airporter, and Colorado Tour/Gray Line filed their Joint Motion for Acceptance of Restrictive Amendment.  By this joint motion the Applicant seeks to amend its application for authority by narrowing the geographic scope of the territory sought to be served in the application.  GCSTC, Colorado Tour/Gray Line, and Airporter indicate that if this amendment to the application is accepted their interventions may be deemed withdrawn.


The proposed amendment is restrictive in nature, admin-istratively enforceable, and it is accepted.  The interventions of GCSTC, Colorado Tour/Gray Line, and Airporter are dismissed.


The application in its amended form is as follows:

	between points in the area comprised of Lake, Chaffee, and Fremont Counties.

	passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine service


	between points in Chaffee and Fremont Counties, on the one hand, and on the other hand, points in the Counties of Summit, Clear Creek, Denver, Jefferson, Arapahoe, Adams, Douglas, Teller, and Pueblo, State of Colorado.


IIB.	Transportation of


	passengers and their baggage in charter service,


	between points in Chaffee and Fremont Counties, on the one hand, and Summit County, Colorado, on the other hand.

Part II of this application is restricted to transport-ing customers of Kitson Enterprises, Inc.

It Is Ordered That:


The Joint Motion for Acceptance of Restrictive Amendment filed February 5, 1998 is granted.  The application in its amended form is as set forth above.


The interventions of Greater Colorado Springs Transportation Company, doing business as Yellow Cab and/or Metro Taxicab of Colorado Springs, and/or Towne Car, Inc., and/or Yel-low Cab Package Xpress, Inc., and/or Colorado Springs Airport Taxi, Inc.; Colorado Tour Line, LLC; Pikes Peak Tours and Charter, Inc., doing business as Gray Line of Colorado Springs; and Boulder Airporter, Inc., are dismissed.
