I. statement

A. By Decision No. R97-1309, December 9, 1998, Applicant Denver Shuttle, LLC, doing business as Super Shuttle Airport Shuttle (“Denver Shuttle”) was granted an extension of Certifi-cate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 2778 & I.  Ordering paragraph no. 3 of that decision required that the Appl-icant file an appropriate tariff for the new operations within 60 days of the effective date of the order, or by February 27, 1998.

B. On March 10, 1998, Denver Shuttle filed its Motion for Extension of Time to Comply with Portions of Decision R97-1309.  Denver Shuttle states that it had not complied with the ordering portions of Decision No. R97-1309, concerning the tariff.  How-ever, it seeks an extension of time to and including March 10, 1998 within which to file the tariff.

C. By the terms of ordering paragraph no. 3 of Decision No. R97-1309, the grant of authority is void since the tariff was not filed within 60 days of the effective date of the order.
  However, this Commission in the past has utilized § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S., in situations such as this one, namely, an uncontested application where compliance requirements were not met within the 60-day period.  Therefore the undersigned Administrative Law Judge will modify Decision No. R97-1309 under § 40-6-112(1), C.R.S., to allow for the filing of a tariff no later than March 10, 1998.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Decision No. R97-1309 is modified as follows.  The tariff required to be filed by ordering paragraph no. 3 of that decision shall be filed no later than March 10, 1998.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
