STATEMENT, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS

A. This application by Fal and Keseru, doing business as Limon Charter, to suspend operations under Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 54652 from August 1, 1997, through February 1, 1998, was filed on July 29, 1997.  The Com-mission noticed the application to the public on August 11, 1997, and set the matter for hearing on October 24, 1997.  No inter-ventions have been filed.

B. On September 11, 1997, the Commission’s Case Manager wrote the Applicants a letter informing them that the application was uncontested and that the Commission would enter an order on the application as soon as it received a verified statement in support of the application.  The letter also informed the Appli-cants that failure to provide a verified statement could result in dismissal of the application.  The Case Manager attached a verification form to the letter for the Applicants’ use.  The Applicants did not respond to this notice.

C. By Decision No. R98-125-I, the Applicants were given until February 27, 1998, to file a verified statement, and they were again informed that failure to file such a statement would result in dismissal of the application.  The Applicants have not filed a verified statement.  The application should therefore be dismissed.

D. Pursuant to § 40-6-109, C.R.S., the Administrative Law Judge hereby transmits to the Commission the record of this pro-ceeding, a written recommended decision containing findings of fact and conclusions of law, and a recommended order.

II.
ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

1. 1.
The application by Fal and Keseru, doing business as Limon Charter, to suspend operations under certifi-cate of public convenience and necessity, PUC No. 54652, from August 1, 1997, through February 1, 1998, filed on July 29, 1997, is dismissed for failure to file a verified statement in support of the application.

2. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

3. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

a. If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-115, C.R.S.

b. If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the pro-cedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stip-ulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.
