I. statement

A. By various motions and responses filed by the parties in this matter, it appears that the March 20, 1998 hearing date is not be sufficient to complete the hearing in this case, and new dates should be established that will allow a complete pres-entation of the application without recess.  Accordingly, the March 20, 1998 hearing date is vacated.  Consultation with coun-sel for both parties reveals that April 30, 1998 and May 1, 1998 are consecutive dates available to all sides for hearing.

B. Additionally, intervenor Alpine Taxi has filed a motion to dismiss as well as two motions in limine; the motion to dis-miss seeks to send applicant back to square one, while the motions in limine seek to limit the evidence applicant can pres-ent at hearing.  Pertinent to the motion to dismiss, this office merely notes that applicant was pro se at the time it filed its application, only to later obtain counsel who immediately filed a list of witnesses and exhibits.  Given the continuation of the hearing in this matter, Alpine Taxi should not be prejudiced by the slight delay in tendering a list of witnesses and documentary evidence.  Regarding the motions in limine, they will be denied at this time.  Alpine Taxi is free to assert relevancy objections at the time of hearing if the documents in question are actually used by applicant.
