Single Consolidated Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity

Principles:

1. Review indicates that various paragraphs of the certificates overlap or duplicate other paragraphs, in whole or in part.  

a. Where a lesser authority is wholly overlapped by a greater, the greater authority is retained and the lesser stricken as duplicative.  

b. Where overlap or duplication is partial, usually with different restrictions, the authorities are retained, the greater first and the lesser thereafter.

c. A new restriction should be added to the consolidated certificate clarifying that where apparent overlap or duplication still exists, only one operating authority is granted.

d. Some restrictions are also stricken because where one certificate's authority is restricted, another certificate grants the complementary authority.

2. Review also indicates that the foundation upon which the consolidated certificate should be built is PUC 26871 because:

a. This certificate has a grant of each possible kind of authority, namely, taxi, call-and-demand limousine and charter, sightseeing, and call-and-demand limousine (only); and

b. Every paragraph of this authority is retained, under 1.a. above.

3. PUC 12383&I grants call-and-demand authority without specification of which kind of transportation is granted.  

a. Consistent with Commission interpretation of generic authorities such as this, the certificate will be construed to grant taxi, call-and-demand limousine and charter, and sightseeing authority, and 

b. Will be split into these three parts to facilitate consolidation with PUC 26871.

c. The "I" permit will be retained.

4. Transferee will have its choice as to which of the present four certificate numbers will be retained for the consolidated certificate.  Staff recommends PUC 1648&I, the oldest and lowest number of the four.
