I. statement

A. By letter dated March 30, 1998, Telluride Transit Com-pany unilaterally withdraws its intervention in this matter, leaving the application unopposed.  A review of the file in this matter reflects public support for allowing Telluride Taxi to have an office or other presence year round in Montrose County, even as its authority allows, and requires, that it provide serv-ice in that area.  An appropriate order will enter.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

The application of Colorado West Transportation Co. to remove restriction 4B is granted.  Henceforth the full and 

1. complete authority under PUC No. 26871 shall be and read as fol-lows:

I.
Transportation, in taxi service, of

a.
passengers and their baggage; and

b.
packages and parcels.

between all points within a 100-mile radius of the United States Post Office at Telluride Colorado.

II.
Transportation of

passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine service, and charter service

between all points within a 100-mile radius of the United States Post Office of Telluride, Colorado.

III.
Transportation of

passengers and their baggage, in sightseeing serv-ice, 

between all points within a 100-mile radius of the United States Post Office in Telluride, Colorado.

IV. Transportation of

passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine service,

from Walker Field in Grand Junction, Colorado, to points within a 100-mile radius of the United States Post office at Telluride, Colorado.

RESTRICTION:  This authority is restricted as follows:

A. Item I is restricted:

1. With regard to Mesa County, service must either originate or terminate in Telluride, Colorado, and provide service to or from any commercial aviation airport or bus terminal in Mesa County;

2. To the use of equipment with a passenger capacity of eight or less, including the driver;

3. Against providing transportation originating at the La Plata County Airport; and

4. Against providing transportation originating in the County of Archuleta, State of Colo-rado.

B. Item II is restricted:

1. Against providing service between Gunnison, Colorado and Crested Butte, Colorado;

2. Against providing service to, from, or be-tween points located within a ten-mile radius of the intersection of Elk Avenue and Colo-rado State Highway 135 in Crested Butte, Colorado;

3. Against providing service to, from, or be-tween points in Aspen and Snowmass, Colorado;

4. Operations to or from Montrose County are restricted to pick-up or discharge of pas-sengers and their baggage at the Montrose County Airport and/or the bus terminal.

Against providing service between 
 
points in Mesa County, Colorado; and

b. Against pick-up of passengers and their baggage within a ten-mile radius of 12th Street and North Avenue in Grand Junction, Colorado.

6.
Against providing service to, from, or be-tween points in San Juan, Archuleta, and La Plata Counties, Colorado.

C. Item III is restricted:  to providing service which both originates and terminates in the County of San Miguel, State of Colorado.

D. Item IV is restricted:  against provision of serv-ice to points in Pitkin and Gunnison Counties, Colorado.

The hearing in this matter currently scheduled for April 2, 1998 is vacated.

This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

 
 
4.
As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

a. If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-115, C.R.S.

b. If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the pro-cedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stip-ulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.

If exceptions to this Decision are filed, they shall not exceed 30 pages in length, unless the Commission for good cause shown permits this limit to be exceeded.
