On March 15, 2001, Mohammad Kahn, President of Boulder Express Shuttle filed a letter with the Commission requesting that Decision No. R98-356 (April 7, 1998) be corrected to reflect the full and complete authority granted to North Denver Airport Shuttle, Inc., which authority was subsequently transferred to Boulder Express, LLC, doing business as Boulder Express Shuttle.  Mr. Kahn states that the current letter of authority of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity, no. 54008 does not include the portion of authority that was granted by Decision No. R97-509 (May 21, 1997).

2.
A review of Decision No. R98-356 discloses that the Decision does not include all of the authority granted by this Commission, specifically the call-and-demand limousine authority granted by Decision No. R97-509.  The authority granted by this Decision was inadvertently omitted from both ordering paragraph no. 3 of Decision No. R98-356 and the letter of authority issued for Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 54008.  Consequently, ordering paragraph no. 3 of Decision No. R98-356, which states the full and complete authority of Certificate No. 54008 is corrected to read as follows:

I.
Transportation of

passengers and their baggage, in scheduled limousine service,

between Denver International Airport, in Denver, Colorado, on the one hand, and all hotels and motels located within the following described area, on the other hand:  beginning at the intersection of Simms Street and 120th Avenue; then north along Simms Street as extended to 128th Avenue; then east along 128th Avenue, as extended to Tower Road; then south along Tower Road to 56th Avenue, as extended; then west along 56th Avenue, as extended, to Colorado Highway 2; then south along Colorado Highway 2 to Interstate 70; then west along Interstate 70 to Simms Street, as extended; then north along Simms Street, as extended to the point of beginning.

II. Transportation of

Passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine service:

(1)
Between Denver International Airport, in Denver, Colorado, on the one hand, and all points within the following described area, on the other hand:  beginning at the intersection of Simms Street and 120th Avenue; then north along Simms Street, as extended to 128th Avenue; thence east along 128th Avenue, as extended to Tower Road; then south along Tower Road to 56th Avenue; then west along 56th Avenue to Colorado Highway 2; then south along Colorado Highway 2 to Interstate 70; then west along Interstate 70 to Simms Street, as extended; then north along Simms Street, as extended, to the point of beginning; and

(2) Between all points within the area described above, on the one hand, and points in the carrier’s filed schedule, on the other hand.

RESTRICTION:

Item No. (2) is restricted to providing service rendered in conjunction with the scheduled service provided by the carrier.  Service must be performed immediately prior to or subsequent to the scheduled service.

III.
Transportation of

Passengers and their baggage, in call-and-demand limousine service,

(1)
Between Denver International Airport, on the one hand, and on the other hand, points in the following described areas:

(A) Beginning at the intersection of 144th Avenue, as extended, and Simms Street, as extended, then east on 144th Avenue, as extended, to Tower Road, as extended, then south on Tower Road, as extended to 128th Avenue, as extended, then west on 128th Avenue as extended to Simms Street, as extended, then north on Simms Street, as extended, to the point of beginning; and

(B) Beginning at the intersection of Simms Street and 64th Avenue, then west on 64th Avenue, as extended, to its intersection with Colorado Highway 93, then north on Colorado Highway 93 to 128th Avenue, as extended, then east on 128th Avenue, as extended, to Simms Street, and extended, then south on Simms Street, as extended to the point of beginning, and

(2) Between all points within the areas described above, on the one hand, and points in the carrier’s filed scheduled, on the other hand.

RESTRICTIONS:
Section III is restricted as follows:

1.
Part 2 of Section III is restricted to providing service rendered in conjunction with the scheduled service provided by the Carrier;

2. Restricted against transportation of passengers in charter or sightseeing service; and

3. Restricted against service to and from the American Motel located at 10101 Interstate 70 Service Road North, Wheat Ridge, Colorado.
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
