I. statement

A. On March 9, 1998, Widmer, Inc., doing business as Echo Manor Inn and Echo Transport (“Applicant”), filed a Motion to Continue the Hearing currently scheduled for April 16, 1998.  Applicant also requests an extension of time of two weeks to file its witness and exhibit lists.

B. On March 11, 1998, Intervenor, Wilderness Journeys/Pagosa Rafting Outfitters, Inc. (“Wilderness”), filed a Response to the motion.  Wilderness states that it has no objection to the Motion to Continue the Hearing as long as the hearing is reset and concluded prior to April 30, 1998. II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

2. The motion of Applicant for an extension of two weeks to file its witness and exhibits list is granted.  Inter-venors are also granted an extension of two weeks to file their witness and exhibit lists.

3. The hearing currently scheduled for April 16, 1998 at 9:00 a.m. in Pagosa Springs, Colorado is vacated.

4. Counsel for Applicant shall, within 15 days of the mailing date of this Order, contact all parties of record for the purpose of coordinating a new hearing date, and notify the Com-mission of available dates.  Applicant should clear a variety of available dates.
