I. statement

A. A telephone conference between the parties to this pro-ceeding and the Administrative Law Judge (“ALJ”) was held on April 9, 1997.  This matter had been previously continued to allow for settlement negotiations to take place.  The parties indicated that a full settlement had been reached between the parties, but that the settlement agreement called for Complainant ICG Telecom Group, Inc., to dismiss this complaint only after the network connection had been made.  In light of the rapidly approaching April 17, 1998 hearing date, the parties jointly requested that the Commission vacate the hearing; vacate all pre-hearing filing requirements; and stay all outstanding discovery obligations.  It was mutually agreed that the Complainant would file either a motion to dismiss the proceeding or a status report no later than April 30, 1998.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The hearing in this matter scheduled for April 17, 1998 is vacated.

2. All prehearing filing requirements are vacated.  All obligations to respond to outstanding discovery are stayed.

3. ICG Telecom Group, Inc., shall file either a motion to dismiss this proceeding or a status report no later than April 30, 1998.

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
