I. statement, findings, and conclusions

A. On January 28, 1998, Transferor, American Cab Company of Colorado Springs, LLC (“American”) and Transferee, Greater Colorado Transportation Company (“GCTC”) filed a Joint Applica-tion for Authority to Transfer Assets and Operating Authority.

B. On February 2, 1998, the Commission issued notice of the application.

C. On March 3, 1998, the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Staff”) filed a Notice of Intervention.

D. On March 9, 1998, the Commission issued an order sett-ing the hearing for May 1 and 4, 1998.

E. On April 13, 1998, American, GCTC, and Staff filed a Joint Stipulated Motion for Approval of Settlement Agreement.  The parties on the same date also filed a Settlement Agreement that is attached to, and made a part of this recommended deci-sion.

F. It is found and concluded that the Settlement Agreement is just, reasonable, and in the public interest.  The Settlement Agreement is approved.

G. Pursuant to § 40-6-109, C.R.S., it is recommended that the following order be entered.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders that:

1. The Settlement Agreement attached to this Recom-mended Decision, filed on April 13, 1998 by the Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission, American Cab Company of Colorado Springs, LLC, and Greater Colorado Transportation Com-pany is approved.

2. Docket No. 98A-040CP, the application of American Cab Company of Colorado Springs, LLC for authority to transfer Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 54235 to Greater Colorado Transportation Company is granted.

3. American Cab Company of Colorado Springs, LLC is authorized to transfer Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 54235 and assets of American Cab Company of Colorado Springs pursuant to the Settlement Agreement and this Recommended Decision.

4. The parties shall comply with all of the terms of the attached Settlement Agreement.

5. The tariff of rates, rules, and regulations of the Transferor shall, upon adoption notice, become and remain those of the Transferee until changed according to law and rules and regulations of the Commission.  Transferee shall cause to be filed with the Commission certificates of insurance as required by Commission rules.  Transferee shall also file an appropriate tariff and pay the issuance fee and annual identification fee.  Operations may not begin until these requirements have been met.  Applicants shall file an Acceptance of Transfer, signed by Trans-feree and Transferor, and a terminating annual report of the Transferor.  If the Applicants do not comply with the require-ments of this ordering paragraph within 60 days of the effective date of this Decision, then the approval of the transfer shall be void.  On good cause shown, the Commission may grant additional time for compliance provided the request is received within the 60-day period.

6. The hearing dates of May 1 and 4, 1998 shall be reserved for the within docket until further order by the Commis-sion.

7. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

8. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

a. If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-115, C.R.S.

b. If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the pro-cedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stip-ulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.
