I. statement

This matter is scheduled for a hearing to commence April 27, 1998.  Attached to this order as an appendix is a table which lists the prefiled testimony and exhibits, including an exhibit labeling identification system.  The witnesses are listed in a proposed order of presentation by party.
  In accordance with standard Commission practice, a witness who has filed both direct and rebuttal testimony will stand for cross-examination only once on all testimony sponsored.  If parties have witnesses 

A. who have specific scheduling needs, they need to notify the Com-mission, in writing, no later than April 23, 1998.  In addition, any party intending to cross-examine any witness shall file an estimate of the time of examination estimated for each witness.  This filing is also due April 23, 1998.

B. On April 1, 1998, the Natural Gas Clearinghouse filed its Motion for Permission to Withdraw Intervention.  The Natural Gas Clearinghouse seeks to withdraw its intervention and partici-pate as an amicus curiae in this proceeding.  No response to the motion was filed.  Good grounds having been shown the motion should be granted.

C. Finally, all parties intending to offer exhibits are requested to have separately stapled copies of each exhibit available at the time the exhibit is offered into evidence.  Refer to the Appendix to this Order.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Any proposed modifications to the order of presen-tation contained on the Appendix to this Decision shall be filed no later than April 23, 1998.

2. Any party intending to conduct a cross-examination shall file a notice indicating the estimated length of cross-examination for each witness no later than April 23, 1998.

3. The Natural Gas Clearinghouse is dismissed as an intervenor in this proceeding.  It will be designated as an amicus curiae under Rule 20(c)(2) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
