I. statement

A. This application was filed on March 3, 1998, and the Commission gave notice of it on March 12, 1998.  On April 6, 1998, the Town of Lyons (“Town”) filed its Petition to Intervene.  As grounds for the petition, the Town states that it has statu-tory authority to plan for annexation and land use within three miles outside its corporate limits.  In addition, it has statu-tory authority to undertake planning efforts and adopt a master plan for land within three miles of the corporate limits.

B. Although not stated in the petition, it is noted in the application that the crossing in question is located in the Town.

C. No response to the petition was filed.  Good grounds having been shown the petition should be granted.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Petition to Intervene filed by the Town of Lyons is granted.
