I. statement

A. This application was filed on March 13, 1998 by Public Service Company of Colorado (“Public Service”).  The Commission gave notice of the application on March 20, 1998, allowing 30 days, or until April 20, 1998, for persons desiring to inter-vene to file appropriate pleadings.

B. On May 1, 1998, the Solar Energy Industries Association (“SEIA”) filed its untimely Petition for Leave to Intervene.  As grounds for the petition it is stated that SEIA represents solar energy equipment manufacturers, distributors, retailers, and installers in the State of Colorado and across the United States.  This program will likely have a significant economic effect on SEIA members.

C. As grounds for the untimeliness for the petition it is stated that SEIA did not receive any notice of the application, and it is not a regular participant in Commission proceedings.  Upon learning of the application on April 21, 1998, SEIA moved promptly to file this untimely petition.

D. No response to the petition was filed.

E. A review of the Commission’s file indicates that notice of the application was not served on SEIA.  SEIA acted promptly to intervene once it learned of the application.  The petition states good grounds for the untimeliness, and states good grounds to intervene as well.  Therefore the petition should be granted.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The untimely Petition for Leave to Intervene filed May 1, 1998 by the Solar Energy Industries Association is grant-ed.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
