I. statement

A. On May 4, 1998, the Colorado Payphone Association (“Complainant”) filed a Motion to Compel U S WEST Communications, Inc., to Answer Portions of First Set of Data Request served by Complainant on U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“U S WEST”), on April 9, 1998.

B. On May 12, 1998, Complainant withdrew its Motion to Compel.

C. On May 6, 1998, Trial Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission (“Staff”) filed a Petition for Leave to Intervene pursuant to Rule 64(b) and Rule 72(c)(2) of the Commis-sion’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regu-lations 723-1.  No response to the petition was filed.  Staff asserts good grounds in its Petition, therefore the Petition to Intervene will be granted.

D. On May 12, 1998, Complainant and U S WEST jointly filed a Motion for an Order Extending the Date for Compliance with Rule 72(a)(5) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Proce-dure.  The parties request that the Commission permit Complainant to and including May 18, 1998 to file its list of witnesses and copies of exhibits.  The parties also request that U S WEST be permitted to file and serve its list of witnesses and exhibits no later than June 2, 1998.  Good cause having been shown, the motion will be granted.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The petition of Trial Staff of the Colorado Public Utilities Commission to intervene is granted.

2. The Joint Stipulated Motion to Extend Date for Compliance with Rule 72(a)(5) is granted.  The Colorado Payphone Association shall file and serve its list of witnesses and copies of exhibits no later than May 18, 1998.  U S WEST Communications, Inc., shall file and serve its list of witnesses and exhibits no later than June 2, 1998.

3. This Order is effective immediately.
