I. STATEMENT

A. By stipulation and agreement filed April 28, 1998, and supplemented on May 14, 1998, Public Service Company of Colorado (“Public Service Company”) and various intervenors indicate that they have resolved all outstanding issues relevant to Public Service Company‘s gas transportation tariff in this docket.  The 22-page stipulation and attached tariff sheets contain numerous provisions regarding gas transportation contracts, contract ter-mination charges, transfers of customers from transportation to sales, etc., all as more fully set forth on attached Appendix A.  The revisions addressed in the stipulation cover the concerns of not only Public Service Company and gas transportation customers, but also the staff of the Commission and the Office of Consumer Counsel.  The same should be approved.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request of Public Service Company of Colorado and other named parties to this docket to approve the stipulation filed April 28, 1998 is granted.

2. The previous tariff sheets filed by Public Service Company of Colorado pursuant to Advice Letter No. 526-Gas and Advice Letter No. 526-Gas-Amended on April 17, 1998 be, and hereby are, permanently suspended and/or rejected.

3. The proposed tariff sheets filed with the stipula-tion on April 28, 1998 are hereby approved, and Public Service Company of Colorado is authorized to file said tariff sheets effective upon one day’s notice, citing this decision as author-ity therefore.

4. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

5. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

a. If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-115, C.R.S.

b. If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the pro-cedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stip-ulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.
