I. STATEMENT

A. On May 26, 1998, AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc., MCI Telecommunications Corporation, MCImetro Access Transmission Services, Inc., Sprint Communications Company, L.P., Teleport Communications Group, Inc., of Colorado, and the Office of Consumer Counsel (“Intervenors”) filed a Motion to Vacate the Briefing Schedule previously entered by Commission order and to waive response time.

B. Intervenors state that the briefs are currently due on May 29, 1998. Intervenors also state that U S WEST Com-munications, Inc., Staff of the Commission, and Intervenors con-tinue to be involved in discussions in an effort to settle the case. Since it would be unproductive to file briefs on the cur-rent due date with a settlement forthcoming, Intervenors request that a new briefing schedule be established.

C. On May 29, 1998 ICG Telecom Group, Inc. filed a plead-ing joining in the motion to vacate briefing schedule.

D. On May 27, 1998, the motion was orally granted.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion to vacate briefing schedule is granted.

2. A Settlement Agreement, if reached by the parties shall be filed with the Commission no later than June 17, 1998.  The parties are granted two weeks from the date the Settlement Agreement is filed to respond to the Stipulation.

3. If no Settlement Agreement is filed, or if an agreement is filed and rejected, a new briefing schedule will be established by separate order.

4. Response time to the motion is waived.

5. This Order is effective immediately.
