I. STATEMENT

A. On May 18, 1998, Complainant Colorado Payphone Asso-ciation (“CPA”) filed a Motion for a Variance from Commission Rule 723-1-72(a)(5), 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1 which requires Complainant to file a list containing the name, address, and title of each of its witnesses and two copies of each exhibit that Complainant intends to introduce at the hearing.

B. CPA states that some of its exhibits are lengthy Federal Communications Commission decisions, orders, and deci-sions of this Commission, U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“U S WEST”), cost studies, and other documents.  CPA requests that it be allowed to file actual copies of the exhibits on a date closer to the scheduled hearing date.

C. On June 1, 1998, U S WEST filed a Response stating that it has no objection to the motion as long as the variance from the rule is applied to all of the parties to this proceeding.

D. The motion of CPA will be granted.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion of the Colorado Payphone Association for a variance from Commission Rule 723-1-72(a)(5) is granted. All copies of exhibits shall be filled with the Commission no later than June 9, 1998.  This variance is applicable to all parties to this proceeding.
