I. STATEMENT

A. This application was filed on March 5, 1998, and the Commission gave notice of it on March 16, 1998.  Timely inter-ventions were filed by Kids Wheels Limited Liability Company; Cabs, Inc., doing business as Zone Cab, Inc.; and Yellow Trans-portation, LLC, doing business as Denver Taxi, LLC (“Denver Taxi”).  By Order and Notice dated April 16, 1998, the matter was set for a hearing to be held on June 9, 1998 at 9:00 a.m. in a Commission Hearing Room in Denver, Colorado.

B. At the assigned place and time the undersigned called the matter for hearing.  The Applicant Thai Transportation Cor-poration did not appear.  After waiting approximately 20 minutes the hearing was reconvened.  Denver Taxi moved to dismiss the application for failure of the Applicant to appear and failure to prosecute the application.  The motion was granted.

C. In accordance with § 40-6-109, C.R.S., it is recom-mended that the Commission enter the following order.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. Docket No. 98A-105CP, being an application of Thai Transportation Corporation, Aurora, Colorado, is dismissed with-out prejudice.

2. This Recommended Decision shall be effective on the day it becomes the Decision of the Commission, if that is the case, and is entered as of the date above.  

3. As provided by § 40-6-109, C.R.S., copies of this Recommended Decision shall be served upon the parties, who may file exceptions to it.  

a. If no exceptions are filed within 20 days after service or within any extended period of time authorized, or unless the decision is stayed by the Commission upon its own motion, the recommended decision shall become the decision of the Commission and subject to the provisions of § 40-6-114, C.R.S.

b. If a party seeks to amend, modify, annul, or reverse basic findings of fact in its exceptions, that party must request and pay for a transcript to be filed, or the parties may stipulate to portions of the transcript according to the pro-cedure stated in § 40-6-113, C.R.S.  If no transcript or stip-ulation is filed, the Commission is bound by the facts set out by the administrative law judge and the parties cannot challenge these facts.  This will limit what the Commission can review if exceptions are filed.
