I. statement

A. In accordance with Decision No. R98-572-I, a status conference was held on June 23, 1998 in a Commission hearing room in Denver, Colorado.  At that status conference Complainant ICG Telecom Group, Inc. (“ICG”), offered testimony which outlined the settlement agreement; set forth the implementation that had already occurred; and described the likely future schedule of events necessary to completely resolve this case.  It was esti-mated that all provisioning should be accomplished within approx-imately three weeks.

B. It was apparent from the testimony that the parties have been working expeditiously and earnestly to resolve this dispute to the mutual satisfaction of both parties.  ICG sug-gested, and the Administrative Law Judge agreed, that an appro-priate course for this proceeding would be to allow a short period of time for the provisioning of services to be completed, with an order of dismissal scheduled for August 10, 1998.  Absent any future filings by the parties this matter will be dismissed on August 10, 1998.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. This matter will be dismissed on August 10, 1998 unless the parties file pleadings which would indicate substan-tial reasons why it should not be dismissed.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
