I. STATEMENT

A.   On June 26, 1998 U S WEST Communications, Inc. (U S WEST) and MCI Telecommunications Corporation (MCI) filed their Unopposed Joint Stipulation to Modify Procedural Schedule.  By this motion U S WEST and MCI seek to modify the currently existing procedural schedule, including continuing the hearing date for approximately three weeks.

B.   Under the proposed Stipulation, U S WEST will produce under the protective order in this docket, to MCI and Staff, all discovery, responses, and materials (including deposition transcripts) produced by U S WEST to date in the federal complaint proceeding presently before the United States District Court of Washington (C98-634WD) no later than July 2, 1998.  U S WEST is obligated to serve any interrogatories or requests for production on MCI no later than noon on July 7, 1998, with MCI to serve responses by July 14, 1998.

C.   MCI will have until noon July 13, 1998 to serve subsequent discovery on U S WEST, limited to eight interrogatories and six requests for production.  U S WEST agrees to serve responses to discovery by July 20, 1998.  In the event that either party has objections to discovery, they must be presented no later than noon on July 15, 1998.  All discovery disputes are to be resolved by July 17, 1998.
  Any information ordered to be produced must be produced by July 20, 1998.

D.   The parties further propose that the hearing be held on August 11 and 12, 1998.  MCI and Staff’s testimony and exhibits would be due on July 28, 1998, with U S WEST’s testimony and exhibits due August 8, 1998.

E.   A telephone conference was held with counsel for U S WEST and MCI on June 26, 1998.  The Administrative Law Judge indicated that he would modify the procedural schedule in accordance with the Stipulation with some minor modifications.  These modifications include the scheduling of a motions hearing as well as requiring U S WEST to file its answer no later than June 30, 1998.

F.   In addition, the previous limitation of two witnesses per party remains in effect.

G.   Good grounds having been shown, the request to modify the procedural schedule should be granted as noted above.

II. ORDER

A.    It is Ordered That:


The Unopposed Joint Stipulation To Modify Procedural Schedule filed by U S WEST and MCI on June 26, 1998 is accepted with the following modifications.  U S WEST shall file its answer no later than June 30, 1998.  A motions hearing to resolve any discovery disputes is scheduled as follows:
