I. statement

A. By motion filed July 1, 1998, Public Service Company of Colorado (“Public Service Company”) moves for an extension of time in which to file its written testimony and exhibits in this docket.  As grounds therefore, Public Service Company pertinently notes that it was not aware of a pro se intervention filed by a customer in the service territory of interest here, and thus requires additional time to respond to both the intervenor’s con-cerns, as well as the concerns expressed in the late-filed peti-tion to intervene filed by the Office of Consumer Counsel (“OCC”).

B. Previously, on June 24, 1998, the OCC requested the late-filed intervention, citing as grounds that an initial review of the application did not make apparent to the OCC the potential rate impact of the proposed revision of service territories.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The motion of Public Service Company of Colorado for an extension of time to file its direct testimony and exhib-its is granted.

2. The late-filed petition to intervene filed by the Office of Consumer Counsel is also granted, although the Office of Consumer Counsel is reminded of the mandatory provisions of § 40-3-105(2), C.R.S., relating to uniform charges for utility service provided.
