I. statement, FINDINGS, AND CONCLUSIONS

A. The complaint in this matter was filed by Rocky Moun-tain Shuttlines, Inc., doing business as Rocky Mountain Supercoach, Ltd. on March 16, 1998, through its President, John W. Rushton.  The original complaint was filed against Boulder Airporter, Inc. (“Boulder Airporter”).  At a prehearing conference on May 8, 1998, Boulder Shuttle, LLC, which has pur-chased the authorities at issue from Boulder Airporter, was added as a party respondent.  At the prehearing conference, the Com-plainant was required to retain counsel by a date certain to avoid dismissal of the complaint.  Other deadlines were set con-tingent upon that retention of counsel.

B. The Complainant has now retained counsel, who filed an amended complaint on behalf of the Complainant on June 12, 1998.  The Complainant has also sought a change of venue for the hearing in this matter.  On July 13, 1998, both of the Respondents filed Motions to Dismiss based on numerous grounds, and also opposed a change of hearing venue.  The Complainant responded to the Respondents’ filings on July 28, 1998.  Consistent with the Administrative Law Judge’s prior ruling that there would be oral argument on the motions, the matter is now ripe for hearing.  The parties' schedules did not accommodate a hearing in August.  The hearing will therefore take place in September, as more fully set forth below.  If the complaint is not dismissed, the hearing will serve as a prehearing conference, as well.
