I. statement

A. Decision No. R98-760-I, August 7, 1998, was recently issued.  That decision dismissed the interventions of Golden West Commuter, LLC and Yellow Transportation, LLC.  The order further stated that the matter was now uncontested.

B. That order did not discuss an intervention filed July 1, 1998 by Robert Timmons, doing business as Superior Shut-tle Service (“Superior”)
.  The intervention of Superior was based on its Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 54763.  PUC No. 54763 generally authorizes transportation of passengers and their baggage in call-and-demand limousine service between points in an area in western Jefferson County, eastern Clear Creek County, and northeastern Park County, and between points in that area and all points within the City and County of Denver.  It is restricted against service originating or terminating in Golden.  

C. PUC No. 54763 does not overlap in any way with the authority sought in this application.  Specifically, as noted in Decision No. R98-760-I, the authority sought in this application is for passenger transportation service between all points in Logan County and between those points, on the one hand, and either:  (1) points in a five-county area in northeastern Colorado; or (2) points within a 55-mile radius of Colfax and Broadway.  This application does not seek authority to transport passengers between points within a 55-mile radius of Colfax and Broadway.  Any authority granted pursuant to this application would require service to either originate or terminate in Logan County.  Superior has no authority to provide any transportation service under PUC No. 54763 that originates or terminates in Logan County.  Therefore the intervention of Superior is dis-missed.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The intervention of Robert Timmons, doing business as Superior Shuttle Service is dismissed.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
