I. statement

A. On August 14, 1998, Alpine Taxi/Limo, Inc. (“Alpine Taxi”), filed its Motion for Enlargement of Time to File Excep-tions.  By this motion Alpine Taxi states that it seeks to file exceptions to Decision No. R98-758 mailed August 7, 1998.  Alpine has requested a transcript, but states that it is uncertain how quickly the transcript can be prepared and filed.  Alpine Taxi seeks an enlargement of time to file its exceptions to and including the 20th day after the transcript is filed.

B. The purpose of filing a transcript is not to aid per-sons filing exceptions, but rather to aid the Commission in the consideration of the exceptions.  Such an open-ended extension of time as sought by Alpine Taxi is not warranted.  However, a two-week extension of time to ensure that a transcript is able to be timely filed will be granted.  This will allow four weeks for the preparation of a transcript.  The undersigned notes that the hearing was short, lasting about two hours.
