I. statement

A. On August 3, 1998, the Colorado Business Alliance for Cooperative Utility Practices (“Alliance”) filed its Petition to Intervene.  As grounds for the intervention the Alliance states that it is a coalition of trade associations, labor unions, and independent contractors whose members participate in the plumbing, heating, air conditioning, and electrical contracting industry.  Members of the Alliance compete with unregulated divisions, subsidiaries, or affiliates of UtiliCorp United, Inc.  The out-come of these proceedings will affect the individual members and therefore the Alliance and its members claim a substantial interest in the proceedings.

B. No response to the petition was filed.  Good grounds having been shown the petition should be granted.
