I. statement

A. On August 24, 1998, U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“U S WEST”), filed its Motion for Extension of Time to File Statement of Position.  By this motion U S WEST seeks an extension of two weeks to file its opening statement of position currently due September 4, 1998.  As grounds for the motion it is stated that counsel with primary responsibility for writing a brief has been in Minneapolis since August 16, 1998 working as a directory assistance operator 7 days a week, 12 hours per day and is unavailable to prepare the statement of position.  However, U S WEST states that co-counsel will be back in the country on September 8, 1998 and within a reasonable amount of time will be able to prepare the closing statement of position.  It is further stated that neither MCI Telecommunications Corporation nor Staff oppose the requested extension.

B. Response time to the motion will be waived due to its unopposed nature and the request will be granted.  The motion does not address the September 16, 1998 deadline for closing briefs.  However, that date will be extended by two weeks as well.

1. Opening briefs are due September 18, 1998.  Closing briefs are due September 30, 1998.
