I. statement

A. On August 18, 1998, UtiliCorp United, Inc. (“Utili-Corp”), filed its Motion to Revise Procedural Schedule.  By this motion UtiliCorp seeks to alter the date when its direct testimony or summary of testimony is due.  On August 21, 1998, Staff filed its Response to the Motion to Revise Procedural Schedule.  Staff opposes UtiliCorp’s motion since it would shorten the time available for Staff review of UtiliCorp testimony by a week.

B. On August 24, 1998, the Colorado Business Alliance for Cooperative Utility Practices (“Alliance”) filed its own request for modification of the procedural schedule as well as an objection to the UtiliCorp motion.  The Alliance opposes UtiliCorp’s motion because it would shorten the amount of time available for the Alliance to review UtiliCorp’s testimony.  The Alliance also seeks shortened discovery response times.

C. The hearing will be vacated and rescheduled to a time mutually convenient for all parties.  However, no shortening of discovery response times is necessary, since under Commission rules discovery response time is already ten days.  See Rule 77(b)(1) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.  However, response time to any discovery motion is shortened to five days by the order below.

D. The order below also establishes a procedural schedule for the filing of testimony in question-and-answer format.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The hearing in this matter scheduled for October 5, 1998, is vacated.  The hearing is rescheduled as follows:

4. This Order shall be effective immediately.
