I. statement, findings, and conclusions

A. In Interim Order No. R98-859-I, mailed on September 1, 1998, U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“U S WEST”), was ordered to republish notice in this docket.  Until republished notice is complete, it is not possible to schedule a prehearing conference and establish prefiling and hearing dates in this docket.

B. As further stated in Decision No. R98-859-I, this proceeding will remain on an expedited schedule so that the December 31, 1998 implementation date shall be met.  To ensure that the December 31, 1998 implementation date of U S WEST’s tariffs is met, proposed dates for:  prehearing conference, the filing of prefiled testimony and exhibits, hearings, and the filing of briefs, will be here suggested.  Moreover, dates for the issuance of an initial Commission decision, and for the filing of applications for rehearing, reargument, and reconsideration will be here suggested.

C. Prehearing conference can only be scheduled after the expiration of the extended intervention period.  It is likely that prehearing conference can be scheduled for one day during the week of September 21 through 25, 1998.  At the prehearing conference it will be suggested that all testimony and exhibits of Intervenors be filed by October 5, 1998, and rebuttal testimony by U S WEST be filed by October 13, 1998.  The hearing of this matter must be held no later than the week of October 19 through 23, 1998, and post-hearing briefs must be simultaneously filed by October 29, 1998.  It is envisioned that an initial Commission decision will be entered no later than November 11, 1998.  Applications for rehearing, reargument, or reconsideration would be due on December 1, 1998 with the Commission’s decision thereon being entered prior to December 31, 1998.

D. The above schedule will be discussed and determined at the prehearing conference.  However, this interim order with proposed dates is entered so that parties can now schedule the above potential dates.  It is also proposed that the parties seriously consider daily transcription of the record of this matter, so that the above schedule can be met.

E. Immediately upon the conclusion of the extended intervention period, all parties to this proceeding will be contacted to establish a prehearing conference.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The parties to this proceeding should make scheduling arrangements in accordance with the above schedule to ensure the adoption of appropriate tariffs by December 31, 1998.

2. This Order is effective forthwith.
