I. statement

A. This proceeding was instituted by the issuance of Decision No. C98-735.  By that decision the Commission suspended the tariffs filed by Pine Drive Telephone Company (“Pine Drive”) on June 24, 1998 pursuant to Advice Letter No. 51 for 121 days or until November 29, 1998.  The decision further set the matter for a hearing to be held on November 17, 1998, and established deadlines for the filing of testimony and exhibits.

B. On September 14, 1998, Pine Drive, Staff, and the Office of Consumer Counsel filed their Joint Motion for Extension of Time and Waiver of Response Time.  By this motion the parties seek an extension of time of seven days for the filing of testimony and exhibits for both Pine Drive and Staff and the OCC.  The parties state that they have been engaged in settlement negotiations for the purpose of resolving all issues.  The parties seek to devote resources towards settlement rather than filing of testimony.

C. Good grounds having been shown, response time to the motion should be waived and it should be granted.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. All parties to this proceeding are granted seven additional days within which to file their testimony and exhibits.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
