I.
Statement

A. Temporary authority was granted in Docket No. 98A-360CP-TA on August 26, 1998.  This granted Applicant Agnes T. Weir, doing business as Care Cars temporary authority for 180 days or until February 22, 1999.

B. On October 27, 1998, Applicant filed its Motion for Extension of Temporary Authority.  By this motion Applicant seeks an extension of temporary authority until the corresponding permanent authority application is decided.  Permanent Authority Application No. 98A-360CP was noticed by the Commission on October 26, 1998.

C. The temporary authority has only run 60 of the 180 days authorized under Decision No. C98-819.  Depending on whether any interventions are received in the permanent authority application, it may be unnecessary to extend the temporary authority.
