I. statement, Findings, and conclusions

A. In Interim Order No. R98-904-I, mailed on September 11, 1998, a procedural schedule was proposed for this case.

B. On September 21, 1998, the Colorado Office of Consumer Counsel (“OCC”) filed a Joint Motion to Adopt Proposed Procedural Schedule.  The OCC represents that it has been authorized to state on behalf of all parties that they agree to the procedural schedule set forth in the joint motion.

C. The parties to this proceeding by the joint motion agree to the following procedural schedule in this docket:

September 22, 1998 – U S WEST publishes additional notice of proposed rate increase in a newspaper of general circulation.

October 7, 1998 – The expiration of the intervention period.

October 26, 1998 – Intervenor testimony and exhibits due.

November 2, 1998 – Rebuttal/Cross Answer testimony due.

November 16-18, 1998 – Hearing dates.

D. Contingent upon Commission approval, the parties agree in their joint motion to shorten the intervention period from 20 days to 15 days.  In view of the time constraints and expedited nature of this docket, this request is reasonable and will be granted.

E. The above procedural schedule will be adopted by the order to follow.  It is again suggested that the parties seriously consider daily transcription of the record of this matter, so that appropriate tariffs may be adopted prior to December 31, 1998.

F. On August 26, 1998, the Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) deemed this application complete as of August 28, 1998 by operation of rule.  On September 3, 1998, Errata Notice, Decision No. R98-859-I-E, was mailed.  This Errata Notice modified Decision No. R98-859-I, by adding the following sentence:  “This application is deemed complete.”  The Errata Notice, Decision No. R98-859-I-E, will be withdrawn in view of the Commission’s prior action deeming this application complete.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The procedural schedule set forth in the above statement, findings, and conclusions is adopted as the procedural schedule in this docket.  The intervention period shall be 15 days after the first date additional notice is published and mailed.

2. The errata notice issued in Decision No. R98-859-I-E, mailed September 3, 1998 is withdrawn.

3. This order is effective forthwith.
