I.
Statement

A. This complaint was filed on October 6, 1998, and the Commission issued its Order to Satisfy or Answer on October 9, 1998.  On October 19, 1998, U S WEST Communications, Inc. (“U S WEST”), filed its Motion to Suspend Procedural Dates Pend-ing Mediation.  As grounds for the motion U S WEST states that both it and AT&T Communications of the Mountain States, Inc. (“AT&T”), have agreed to mediate this matter.

B. The Commission’s mediation coordinator has indicated to the undersigned Administrative Law Judge that the Complainant in the matter, Stanley L. Grazis, has contacted the mediation coor-dinator and agreed to mediate, although the mediation forms have not yet been received.
