I.
Statement

A.
By Decision No. C98-771, September 2, 1998, Applicant Red Willow, Inc., doing business as San Luis Valley Transportation was granted a certificate of public convenience and necessity to operate as a common carrier by motor vehicle for hire as set forth in that decision.  Applicant was further required to comply with certain requirements by ordering paragraph no. 4 of that decision, including that it file certificates of insurance, file a proper tariff, and pay the issuance fee and annual vehicle identification fee.  Applicant was given 60 days to comply with these requirements or the ordering paragraph which granted authority would be void.  The decision finally noted that on good cause shown the Commission could grant additional time for compliance.

B.
On November 2, 1998, Red Willow, Inc., filed a Request for an Extension of Time to Comply with the Requirements of Decision No. C98-771.  Applicant states its unfamiliarity with setting rates and writing tariffs.  In addition, it states that it has been unable to obtain insurance yet.  It seeks an extension of time from November 2, 1998 to and including December 2, 1998 to comply with the requirements of Decision No. C98-771.

C.
Good grounds having been shown the request should be granted.

II. order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. Ordering paragraph no. 4 of Decision No. C98-771 is modified as follows.  Red Willow, Inc., doing business as San Luis Valley Transportation shall comply with the requirements of ordering paragraph no. 4 no later than December 2, 1998.

2. This Order shall be effective immediately.
