Statement

A.
On October 19, 1998, Applicant Cirit Transportation, Inc., doing business as Shuttle King (“Shuttle King”), filed a Motion to Dismiss the captioned application.

B.
On October 15, 1998, Intervenors Golden West Commuter, LLC (“Golden West”), Schafer-Schonewill and Associates, Inc., doing business as Englewood Express (“Englewood”), filed a reply opposing Applicant’s Motion to Dismiss, Motion for Joinder of Applications and Parties, and Motion for Shortened Response Time.  Golden West and Englewood state that shortly after filing the Motion to Dismiss Docket No. 98A-317CP, Applicant filed a similar application with the Commission designated as Docket No. 98A-449CP.  Golden West and Englewood state that the Commission should deny Applicant’s Motion to Dismiss the First Docket (98A-317CP), that Docket No. 98A-317CP be joined with the new application (Docket No. 98A-449CP), that all parties to Docket No. 98A-317CP be made parties to Docket No. 98A-449CP, that Applicant be required to respond to all discovery outstanding in Docket No. 98A-317CP, that Applicant be ordered to cease operations in all territory authorized to intervenors, and that intervenors be awarded attorney’s fees.

C.
On October 20, 1998, Intervenor Denver Shuttle, LLC and Shuttle Associates, LLC (“Denver Shuttle”) filed a motion joining in the above combined pleading filed by Golden West and Englewood, specifically the reply to Applicant’s Motion to Dismiss, Motion for Joinder of Applications and Parties, and Motion for Shortened Response Time.

D.
On October 23, 1998, Shuttle King filed its reply to the combined motions of the above named intervenors.

II.
order

A. It Is Ordered That:

1. The Motion to Dismiss the Application of Cirit Transportation, Inc., doing business as Shuttle King designated as Docket No. 98A-317CP is granted.  Docket No. 98A-317CP is closed.

2. The motions of Golden West Commuter, LLC and Schafer-Schonewill & Associates, Inc. and Denver Shuttle, LLC and Shuttle Associates, LLC for joinder of applications and parties and Motion for a Shortened Response Time is denied.

3. The motions of Golden West Commuter, LLC and Schafer-Schonewill and Associates, Inc. to respond to all discovery outstanding in Docket No. 98A-317CP is denied as moot.

4. The motions of Golden West Commuter, LLC and Schafer-Schonewill and Associates, Inc., for attorney’s fees is denied.

5. This Order is effective immediately.
