I.
Statement

A.
On December 18, 1998, UtiliCorp United Inc. (“UtiliCorp”), filed its Motion for Extension of Time Within Which to File Exceptions.  As grounds for the motion it is stated that Recommended Decision No. R98-1193 was mailed on December 3, 1998, and exceptions would normally be due by December 23, 1998.  UtiliCorp states that its counsel was out of town when the decision was received and did not return to the office until December 14, 1998.  It is further represented that due to counsel’s absence there is insufficient time to review the record, prepare exceptions, and obtain client review.  Therefore it seeks an extension of time to and including January 6, 1999 for all parties to file exceptions.

B.
It is further represented that the Colorado Business Alliance for Cooperative Utility Practices joins in the request, and Staff has no objection the extension of time.

C.
Good grounds having been shown a short extension of time is warranted.  Given the two official intervening holidays, an extension of time to and including January 6, 1999 is reasonable.

II. order
