I.
BY THE COMMISSION

Statement

1.
On May 21, 1998, DMJ Communications, Inc. (“DMJ”), filed an application for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (“CPCN”) to provide Local Exchange Telecommunications Service (“CLEC”) throughout the State of Colorado, operating in the area in which U S WEST Communications, Inc., provides serv-ice, and a CPCN to provide specified Emerging Competitive Tele-communications Services (“Part 3”) in the entire State of Colorado, all on a resale basis.

2.
On July 8, 1998, and on August 10, 1998, DMJ filed  requests for a delay in supplementing its Application because it was amending its original business plan.  DMJ added a request to provide its services on both a resale and facilities basis.  This request was granted, and on October 16, 1998, DMJ’s combined application for a CPCN as a CLEC and a CPCN for Part 3 services became effective. 

3.
According to the order granting their authority, the tariff for providing DMJ’s Part 3 services would be due to the Commission by December 15, 1998.  DMJ construed the 60 days to be 60 working days and not calendar days.  This was a mis-understanding on DMJ’s part.  Orders of this type have been interpreted as allowing 60 calendar days for filing a Part 3 tariff.

4.
This filing is a Request for Delay of Filing Tariff.  In this request DMJ is asking the Commission to grant their untimely filing of this request.  DMJ is also asking for an extension of time to file the tariff for Part 3 services until June 15, 1999. 

II.
ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

1.
The time within which DMJ Communications, Inc., must file their advice letter and Part 3 tariff is extended until June 15, 1999.
