Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Util-ities Commission ("Commission") for consideration of the applica-tion filed by Public Service Company of Colorado (“Public Serv-ice”) on December 15, 1998.  The application seeks a Commission order granting Public Service a certificate of public convenience and necessity to exercise franchise rights in the Town of Windsor, Colorado.

2. In accordance with Rules 55 and 70(a) of the Com-mission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 Code of Colorado Regulations 723-1, the Commission finds that the application is incomplete.  Public Service’s application is deficient in two respects.  First, there is a discrepancy in the language of the ordinance in Exhibits 2 and 7 of the application which remains unresolved.  Second, is the fact that Public Service did not provide notice of the instant application in an appropriate news-paper as required by Rule 55(d) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure.  Without correcting these deficiencies this application cannot be deemed complete.

3. Ordinarily, pursuant to Rule 70(a) of the Commis-sion’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, a decision deeming an application incomplete results in a rejection of that applica-tion; however, due to the nature of the deficiencies in the instant matter, we find that this application should be treated differently.  The Commission will hold this docket in abeyance pending the correction of the above described deficiencies.  This matter will not be formally presented to the Commission for further review until approximately three weeks following the mailing of this order.

II. ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

1. The application filed by Public Service Company of Colorado for a certificate of public convenience and necessity to exercise franchise rights in the Town of Windsor, Colorado is deemed incomplete.

2. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
