Statement, Findings, and Conclusions

1. This matter comes before the Colorado Public Util-ities Commission ("Commission") upon the letter, construed as a motion, filed by Ruby Roberts, doing business as Runabout Taxi (“Runabout Taxi”), and Marianne R. Doehling, doing business as Diamond Cab & Courier (“Diamond Cab”), on January 13, 1999.  The motion, which was not timely filed, seeks a further extension of time within which to complete the transfer of Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (“CPCN”) PUC No. 53260.

2. In this matter, Runabout Taxi is seeking to trans-fer CPCN PUC No. 53260 to Diamond Cab.  The Commission granted authority to transfer CPCN PUC No. 53260 on September 11, 1998 by Decision No. C98-903.  Decision No. C98-903 further provided that the authority to transfer was conditioned upon the consummation of the transfer within 60 days.

3. Prior to the expiration of the 60-day period, Runabout Taxi requested an extension of the 60-day deadline.  By Decision No. R98-1156-I, this request was granted, and the dead-line for completing the transfer of CPCN PUC No. 53260 was extended to December 31, 1998.  As of December 31, 1998, the transfer had not been completed.

4. Upon review of the motion which explains that the parties have agreed on the final terms of the transfer of CPCN PUC No. 53260, the Commission finds that it is in the public interest for the final deadline to complete the transfer to be extended from December 31, 1998 to January 21, 1999.  By so finding, the Commission will enable the completion of the transfer of CPCN PUC No. 53260 from Runabout Taxi to Diamond Cab.

II. ORDER

A.
The Commission Orders That:

1. An extension beyond that set forth in Decision No. R98-1156-I is granted.

2. The parties in this matter have to and including January 21, 1999 within which to complete the transfer of Cer-tificate of Public Convenience and Necessity PUC No. 53260 from Ruby Roberts, doing business as Runabout Taxi, to Marianne R. Doehling, doing business as Diamond Cab & Courier, and fully com-ply with Decision No. C98-903.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
