I. by the commission

Statement

1. On January 15, 1999, Choctaw Communications, L.C., doing business as Smoke Signal Communications (“the Company”) filed a formal request for an extension of 120 days from January 18, 1999, in which to file its initial emerging competi-tive telecommunications services tariff.  

2. On October 5, 1998, the Company submitted an ini-tial tariff to the Commission which contained the offering of prepaid local exchange services.  Due to difficulties resulting from the status of prepaid local service in Colorado, the Company withdrew its tariff on October 19, 1998, and informed the Com-mission that it would refile its tariff for non-prepaid local exchange service at a later date.  The Company is still negotiat-ing the resale agreement for these services with its underlying facilities-based provider, and, therefore, cannot provide defini-tive rates for its non-prepaid local services at this time.

3. Now being duly advised in the matter, the Commis-sion finds good cause has been stated, and will grant the motion.

II. order

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The request of Choctaw Communications, L.C., doing business as Smoke Signal Communications, for an extension of time, until May 18, 1999, to file its initial emerging competi-tive telecommunications services tariff, is hereby granted.

2. Choctaw Communications, L.C., doing business as Smoke Signal Communications, is prohibited from providing juris-dictional telecommunications services in the State of Colorado without first having appropriate tariffs approved by the Commis-sion.

3. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
