I. BY THE COMMISSION

Statement, Findings of Fact, and Conclusions
1.  On January 14, 1999, Strasburg Telephone Company, (“Strasburg”), filed its application seeking an order of the Commission authorizing it to change its tariffs by the addition of IntraLATA presubscription on February 1, 1999 on less than statutory notice. On January 26, 1999, Strasburg supplemented its Application.  Strasburg is requesting changes to both its End User Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 4, and its Access Tariff, Colorado PUC No. 10. The application further requests a waiver of Rule 41(e)(3) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, which rule requires noticing of the application in a newspaper of general circulation. 

2. Strasburg filed its intraLATA equal access implementation plan with the Public Utilities Commission (“Commission”) on September 22, 1998. In that plan, Strasburg indicated that it would begin equal access on February 1, 1999. 

3. Strasburg seeks to have this application as supplemented approved on Less Than Statutory Notice in order to have the attached tariff pages in effect by February 1, 1999.

4. In addition, Strasburg argues that the customer notices mailed out, on or about, December 10, 1998, as required by 4 CCR 723-2-27.3, should be sufficient notice to inform its Colorado customers.

5. The Commission finds that the notice already given to Strasburg’s customers is effective and will serve to inform the public.  Therefore, the Commission will grant this waiver request.

6. This application for authority to change tariffs is made pursuant to § 40-3-104(2), C.R.S., and Rule 41(e)(1) of the Commission's Rules of Practice and Procedure.

7. Good cause exists to allow the proposed changes on less than statutory notice.

II. ORDER

A. The Commission Orders That:

1. The Application of Strasburg Telephone Company as supplemented to file tariffs on Less Than Statutory Notice is hereby granted.

2. Strasburg Telephone Company is authorized to file, on not less than one day notice, the tariffs attached as Appendix A and made a part of this Order. 

3. A waiver of the notice requirements found in Rule 41(e)(3) of the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure, 4 CCR 723-1, is hereby granted consistent with the above discussion.

4. This Order is effective on its Mailed Date.
